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2 REPORTS

2.1 539 Pacific Highway, Wadalba - Residential Subdivision

REPORT / CONTEXT

Council has granted consent for a 107-lot residential subdivision development at 539 Pacific
Highway, Wadalba

As part of the consent, the developer is required to seek endorsement from the Local Transport
Forum for the line marking and sign posting associated with the development.

The proposal includes Give Way restriction sign posting & line marking, centreline and No
Stopping line marking. Additionally, it is proposed to remove the one-way restriction in Falco
Road following road widening works undertaken as part of the development.

Consultation has been undertaken with nearby residents, with no objections received.
FINANCIAL IMPACT

The cost for the installation of the required sign posting and line marking will be borne by the
developer.

DISCUSSION

Council officers presented an overview of the proposed line marking and sign posting
associated with the residential subdivision at 539 Pacific Highway, Wadalba.

Forum member representing Transport for NSW advised that advance warning signs should
be considered at each approach of the raised threshold on Settlers Road. In addition, the raised
threshold should be extended further into Sofia Circuit to emphasise the piano keys on
approach to the Give Way line at the intersection.

It was noted that Give Way restrictions are not typically required at T intersections within
residential streets. This is to be reviewed by Council officers with a view to providing Give Way
restrictions where sight distance is not satisfactory. Further to this, Council officers should
assess the warrant to change the Give Way controls to Stop signs at Falco Road and Sofia
Circuit, to address limited sight distance at these intersections.

Forum member representing Transport for NSW questioned the purpose of the No Stopping
sign placed at the intersection with Falco Road. Council officers will review and determine
whether this restriction can be removed.
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Forum members discussed the No Stopping line marking being implemented within
residential areas. Typically, No Stopping is not installed within residential areas unless the area
has a high demand for on-street parking due to the close proximity to facilities such as schools,
shopping precincts or recreational areas and sporting fields. This area is residential only, with
No Stopping not required and likely to become an ongoing maintenance liability to Council.
This is to be reviewed by Council officers.

Forum members discussed the intersection with Silkie Lane. Typically, a 4-way intersection
requires Give Way controls however further investigation is needed to determine the use of
the road and the number of properties it serves.

Concerns were raised around the differing road widths of Sussex Crescent and Vienna Close
and issues that may occur in future development stages, and the ability for heavy vehicles such
as waste trucks to turn around at the end of each road. Feedback will be given to Council's
Development team.

RECOMMENDATION

The installation of the sign posting and line marking associated with the residential subdivision
at 539 Pacific Highway, Wadalba, as shown on the plan in Attachment 1 be endorsed by the
Forum with the following actions with Council:

A No objection to the installation of the Give Way signage and line marking, however
these are not typically required at T intersections within residential streets. Council to
review the requirement for Give Way restrictions at the proposed locations and remove
them if not required.

B No objection to the installation of the proposed No Stopping restrictions, however
these are not typically required in residential streets and should be removed. These
may be implemented at a later date, should parking issues arise.

C The developer to extend the raised threshold further into Sofia Circuit to give more
prominence to the piano keys ahead of the Give Way line.

D Council to review the sight distance at the Give Way line in Sofia Circuit to determine
whether a Stop Sign is required. The developer to install the appropriate Give Way or
Stop restriction following the review.

E Review the location of No Stopping sign posting at the intersection with Falco Street,
and determine if this sign posting is required or able to be removed at the developers
cost.

F The developer to install advance warning signs on each approach to the speed
cushions.
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Review if a Give Way restriction is required at the intersection of Silkie Lane and Settlers
Road, as this is a four way intersection. Developer to install a Give Way restriction if it
is assessed as being required.

Review the road alignment and turning provisions for heavy vehicles at the end of
Sussex Crescent and Vienna Close. Developer to install provisions for heavy vehicle
turning movements.
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2.2 Kanangra Drive, Crangan Bay - Residential Subdivision

REPORT/CONTEXT

Council has granted consent for a 216-lot residential subdivision development at Kanangra
Drive, Crangan Bay.

As part of the consent the developer is required to seek endorsement from the Local Transport
Forum for the line marking and sign posting associated with the development

The proposal includes Give Way restriction sign posting and line marking, double centre line
marking, No Stopping sign posting and line marking, No Parking restrictions, Left Turn Only
signage, pedestrian refuges and associated sign posting and line marking, speed cushions and
associated sign posting.

Consultation has been undertaken with nearby residents, with no objections received.
FINANCIAL IMPACT

The cost for the installation of the required sign posting and line marking will be borne by the
developer.

DISCUSSION

Council officers presented an overview of the proposed sign posting and line marking plans
associated with the residential subdivision at Kanangra Drive, Crangan Bay.

It was noted that as part of a previous DA consent condition, developers are required to
provide bus stop infrastructure, however, further discussions are required in relation to the
locations of the bus stops and related bus facilities.

Forum member representing TINSW queried the number of speed humps in Brima Boulevard
and Summerland Road.

Similarly, it was noted that there are a total of 4 pedestrian refuges located within a short
stretch of Brima Boulevard.

Forum members discussed the purpose of No Parking restrictions in Yaguna Parade. Council
officers confirmed that the restriction has been proposed in conjunction with the Asset
Protection Zone.
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Forum member representing TfNSW raised a number of questions surrounding the guard rail
located on the northern side of Summerland Road; the gap in the guard rail does not appear
to mirror the gap in the pedestrian refuge; the length of guard rail does not appear to meet
the minimum guard rail requirements; and the purpose of the guard rail.

Forum member representing TINSW advised that shared path signage is required for all shared
paths within the development.

Forum member representing TINSW advised that Keep Left signage located in the median of
the pedestrian refuge appears to be wider than the median.

Forum members discussed the need for warning signs ahead of the speed cushions. Generally,
these warning signs are only required at full width speed humps. Council officers to review the
requirement for advance warning signs.

Forum member representing TINSW questioned the location of the pedestrian refuge at Bula
Street and suggested that it could be relocated away from traffic turning out of Bula Street.

Forum member representing TINSW noted that No Stopping line marking on the northern
side of Summerland Road and Birima Boulevarde could be extended to match line marking on
the opposite side of the road.

It was noted that the plan contains incorrect signage relating to chevron alignment markers.

Forum member representing TINSW noted that No Stopping restrictions at the Pedestrian
Refuges in Birima Boulevarde need to be extended. In addition, the centre line in Bargan
Parade at Birima Boulevarde is offset and needs to be realigned.

RECOMMENDATION

The installation of the sign posting and line marking associated with the residential subdivision
at Kanangra Drive, Crangan Bay as shown on the plan in Attachment 1 be endorsed by the
Forum, with the following actions with Council:

A No objection to the installation of the Give Way signage and line marking, however
these are not typically required at T intersections within residential streets. Council to
review the requirement for Give Way restrictions at the proposed locations and remove
them if not required.

B No objection to the installation of the proposed No Stopping restrictions at
intersections, however these are not typically required in residential streets and should
be removed. These may be implemented at a later date, should parking issues arise.
Not that this does not apply to No Stopping as part of other mandatory No Stopping
zones such as adjacent to pedestrian refuges.
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Council to review the requirement for and the location of the proposed speed cushions
in Summerland Road and Birima Boulevard. The developer to install speed cushions at
the locations identified in the review.

Council to review the requirement for and the location of the proposed pedestrian
refuges in Summerland Road and Birima Boulevard. Additionally, Council to review that
the appropriate lengths of No Stopping at pedestrian refuges is included in the plans.
The developer to install the pedestrians refuges and correct No Stopping restrictions
at the locations identified in the review.

Council to review the signage and pavement marking associated with the proposed
shared paths. The developer to install the appropriate shared path signage and line
marking along the shared paths.

Council to review the requirement and purpose of the proposed guard rail in
Summerland Road. Noting that the gap in the guard rail does not appear to mirror the
gap in the pedestrian refuge and the length of guard rail does not appear to meet the
minimum guard rail requirements. The developer to update the plans following the
review.

Council to review the location of the pedestrian refuge on Summerland Road near the
Bula Street intersection. This refuge should be located further from the intersection.
The developer to update the plans following the review.

The developer to extend the No Stopping sign posting and line marking at the
pedestrian refuges located at Murgu Street, to meet appropriate Australian Standards.

Council to review the need for advance warning signs for at speed cushions, as these
are only required for full road width traffic calming devices. The developer to update
the plans following the review.

The developer to extend the No Stopping line marking on the northern side of
Summerland Road and Birima Boulevard to match line marking on the opposite side
of the road.

The developer to ensure that the size of the Keep Left signage is the minimum
allowable size, to reduce instances of vehicle strike.

The developer to amend the alignment of the centre line within Bargan Parade at its
intersection with Birima Boulevard, so that it is not offset and located in the centre of
the road.

The developer to amend the plan to include the correct signage relating to chevron
alignment markers

DISCUSSION

Forum members noted the above list of regulatory works carried out by Council, with
clarification provided that Council has delegation to undertake these works without a referral
to Local Transport Forum prior to the works being implemented, provided the items are tabled
for information within 3 months of completion. Forum members requested that the above
table be further developed to provide additional information such as the purpose of the
changes made, community consultation outcomes and timeframes.

Forum members queried the intention behind the extended Saturday hours of the Work Zone
in place at Caroline Street. Council officers confirmed that previously, hours were restricted to
conclude at Tpm Saturdays to provide parking for visitors and those attending events in the
CBD and surrounds. The Work Zone is required to address safety with alternate on-street
parking available and no objections received during consultation.
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3 GENERAL BUSINESS

Forum member representing TINSW raised the following matters:

e Mary MacKillop College School Zone extension: The school zone extension has been
implemented. The sketch of the proposed extension is to be sent to Council, for their
information.

e Central Coast Steiner School, School Zone amendment: The school zone extension has
been amended. A sketch of the amended extension is to be sent to Council, for their
information.

e TfNSW are currently working through a program to refresh faded line marking around
School Zones, with recent works completed in East Gosford and Empire Bay.

Forum member representing Member for The Entrance raised the following matters:

e Parking and pedestrian safety concerns in Leeder Road, Ourimbah: Members of the
Ourimbah Residents Association and nearby school community have raised safety
concerns relating to parking around the new development at 34 Dog Trap Road. Council
officers confirmed that this matter is currently being investigated. In addition, Council will
meet with Dept. of Education and the school in relation to access to the school.

Representative for CDC Bus Services raised the following matters:

e Bus Plinth upgrades: A program to upgrade bus plinths to poles is currently underway
throughout the Central Coast. Bus operators should provide a full list to TENSW for their
information.

Other matters:

e The Chairperson received a submission on behalf of residents regarding traffic concerns in

the unnamed laneway between Brittania Street and Neptune Street, Umina Beach. Council
officers will review the submission and provide a response.
