Frequently asked questions about the Immunisation Clinics

· Do I need an appointment for my child to attend the immunisation clinic? No.
· Do I need to pay for the immunisation? No.
· I don’t have my child’s blue Child Health book. Can my child still receive their vaccinations? Yes.
· I don’t have my Medicare card or my child is not on my Medicare card. Can my child still receive their vaccinations? Yes.

· At what age should I bring my new born baby to receive their vaccinations? Your baby needs to be at least 6 weeks old to attend the immunisation clinic for the first time.
· My child has missed receiving their vaccinations. What should I do? Bring your child along to the immunisation clinic as soon as possible and our staff will work out a catch-up schedule for your child.

· I received a letter saying that my child’s immunisation is not up to date. Who should I contact? Phone your family doctor or other immunisation provider who vaccinated your child to discuss this issue with them. In most cases this situation can be easily corrected.

· What should I do if I move? You are welcome to continue attending the immunisation clinics.

· What should I do if my child receives vaccinations at the doctor or through another immunisation provider? Please ensure that the doctor or immunisation provider records the vaccinations administered to your child in the child’s health record book or provides you with another form of documentation that verifies the vaccinations administered. 
· Can my child still receive their vaccinations if they have been unwell recently? Your child’s health can be assessed by our nursing staff before proceeding with the vaccinations. So please advise our staff of any recent occurrence of illness of your child. 
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
