1 Carawah Boardwalk, West Gosford - 400m loop

Hely St, West Gosford

This flat, wooden boardwalk
meanders through shady
mangroves adjacent to Garnet
Adcock Memorial Park. There
are viewing platforms looking
out over Brisbane Water and
information boards about the
mangrove ecosystem. A longer
walk can be taken by rejoining
the concrete footpath that leads

into Garnet Adcock Memorial Park.

2 Yaruga Picnic Area, Rumbalara Reserve

Dolly Ave, Springfield

the headlands and waterways

of Brisbane Water, Gosford and
surrounding area.

3 Somersby Falls Picnic Area, Somersby

Somersby Falls Rd, Somersby

Brisbane Water National Park

This popular destination features

a picnic area with tables, BBQs,
open grass areas and plenty of
natural shade. A level concrete

and sandstone path leads to a view

of the top waterfall. The carpark

opens at 9am and is locked at 5pm

(8pm daylight savings). There is

a fee to enter, payable at the pay

station located in the car park.

4 Warriwarri Walk, Kincumba Mountain - 1.5km loop

Island View Dr, Kincumber
This dirt trail has an accessible
gradient for all terrain
wheelchairs. Standard
wheelchairs may require
assistance. The trail starts at
Honeman'’s Picnic Area, follows
the Sid Pulsford Walking Track
and then the Warriwarri Walk.
Set in dry ridgeway forest, this
walk provides stunning vistas of
towering Angophoras.

5 Marie Byles Lookout, Killcare

The Scenic Hwy, Killcare Heights
This lookout with parking, also
known as Killcare Lookout,
provides stunning views across
Killcare Beach, Tallow Beach,
Lion Island, Barrenjoey Head and
Bangalley Head. On a clear day
you can see Sydney CBD in the
distance. Accessible parking with
a kerb ramp leads to a sandstone
paved area. Information boards
detail points of interest.

6 St Johns Lookout, Katandra Reserve - 166m loop

Toomeys Rd, Mt Elliot

This quiet, open space features
natural shade in a bushland
setting. Two accessible parking
spaces connect to 166m return
pathway and the lookout provides
expansive views south-east over
Matcham, Erina Heights, Terrigal
and, in the distance, the ocean.
There are several picnic tables
and free electric BBQs.

7 Bateau Bay Beach Picnic Area, Bateau Bay

Reserve Dr, Bateau Bay
Wyrrabalong National Park
This picnic area with lookout,
adjacent to the beach carpark,
offers plenty of shade from large
trees. Flat, firm ground leads
to a lookout with safety rail and
seat, and stunning ocean views
over Bateau Bay Beach below.
The area is renowned for spring
wildflowers, native fauna and
winter whale watching.

8 Saltwater Creek Boardwalk, Long Jetty - 200m loop

Tuggerah Pde, Long Jetty

This 1.8m wide, looped, flat
boardwalk gets you up close to
the saltmarsh foreshore habitat of
Tuggerah Lake. You can spot water
birds and nesting sites, reptiles,
marine life, and vegetation, or just
take in the expanse of beautiful
Tuggerah Lake. The foreshore
shared concrete pathway
continues west to Chittaway Bay
and north to The Entrance.
